COURSE ORGANIZATION AND ASSESSMENT

The course meets once a week. The time is divided among various lectures, discussion, and activities to
allow students to engage with the material. Students are expected to have prepared and studied all the
material indicated in the course calendar before attending class. Not all material may be covered explicitly
during each lecture, but students are nonetheless expected to be familiar with all material including
assigned readings and in-class content. Students should have the readings and materials with them for all
class meetings.

Guest Lecture Assignments (2 x 10 = 20%): There will be two guest lectures during the term. The
assignments will involve doing one or more of the following: prepare pre-/post-guest lecture questions,
synthesize, analyze, evaluate the content of the presentation, reflect on your own sociolinguistic experience
in relation to the guest lecture topics covered. More information will be provided on Quercus.

Quiz (15%): The online quiz will assess your general understanding of the course material for Weeks 1-4.
Test (30%): The in-person test will assess your understanding of the reading material, focus on concepts
studied in class during the entire term (Weeks 1-9), and include various question types.

Group Assignment (25%): Students will complete a group assignment involving data analysis. The
assignment will involve doing one or more of the following: use Excel functions to undertake a quantitative
and/or qualitative analysis of preexisting data, observe and analyze sociolinguistics in everyday life, reflect
on and discuss your own sociolinguistic situation in relation to the course topics covered. More information
will be provided on Quercus.

Overall Assessment and Active Participation (10%): This portion of the grade reflects students’ course
average, attendance, level of preparedness, interest in the course, active participation in class, and overall
progress. Absences or lack of preparedness will necessarily result in a lower mark. In accordance with
Section 10.9 of the Faculty of Arts and Science’s Academic Handbook for Instructors, this grade cannot be
released to students before the final grade has been officially posted on ACORN.
